MINUTES OF JUNE 20, 2023 REGULAR BOARD MEETING 
GLENCOE PARK DISTRICT

The meeting was called to order at 7:02pm and roll was called.

Consent Agenda:  A motion was made by Commissioner Boron to approve the consent 
agenda items as presented including Minutes of May 16, 2023 Board Workshop, Minutes 
of May 16, 2023 Regular Board Meeting, Minutes of June 6, 2023 Special Board Meeting, 
and Approval of the Bills. Commissioner Spector seconded the motion. No further 
discussion ensued. Roll call vote taken:

The motion passed. 
 
Matters from the Public: There was no one wishing to address the Board. 
 
Audit Report: Director Cutrera introduced Jamie Wilkey of Lauterbach and Amen, the 
District’s audit firm. Glencoe Park District’s audit is clean and unmodified; the highest level 
a park district can receive. In addition, there is not a management letter including required 
material changes. Ms. Wilkey presented the FY2022/23 Annual Comprehensive Financial 
Report, SAS 114, and Management Letter. This year’s report is an Annual Comprehensive 
Financial Report in compliance with GFOA best practices to be dated tomorrow per 
standards. 
 
For the first time in its history, the District participated in and was awarded GFOA’s 
Certificate of Achievement in Excellence in Finance Reporting, the highest level of financial 
reporting that a local government can take, thanks to the efforts of Director of Finance/HR 
Cutrera and Accounting Manager Jacobs. 
 
Commissioner questions were answered as follows. There is an industry shortage of 
auditors; four firms are no longer performing government audits. Audit testing takes about 
10 days. There is not a single area of improvement that made it on the District’s 
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management letter; however, Ms. Wilkey and Director Cutrera discuss areas for 
improvement and actions are taken throughout the year. The District’s financial statements 
are materially correct. Many park districts receive a clean audit; however, Glencoe Park 
District is special because the District does not have an adjusting journal entry.  
 
Financial Report:  The District is three months into the fiscal year. Director Cutrera gave a 
synopsis of the report. Staff are working on quarterly projections for Board review at the 
July 18 meeting.  
 
The Recreation Department has recorded an 11% revenue increase compared to last 
year. The Children’s Circle Fund’s 17% excess revenue over expenditures is due to open 
part-time positions and the increase in revenue is due to spring break closure refunds 
which occurred last year. Staff are monitoring beach pass sales. Sales are unlikely to hit 
the budgeted target; an accurate projection will be developed after the Fourth of July. Staff 
are optimistic that daily fee sales are likely to pick up. Boating revenue is up due to a 
collection rate that is higher than last year and staff diligence in removing those not paying. 
The G&A Department includes $45,000 in expenditures for the Comprehensive Plan. The 
Parks Department expenditures are up due to site development and increased salaries. 
Rec/Admin/Takiff Departments show a planned increase in revenue due to a shift in the 
levy allocation back to the Corporate Fund, shifting back from the Recreation Fund during 
COVID-19. We are also seeing very high returns in investments than we have seen in the 
past. 
 
In response to a commissioner question on optimizing revenue opportunities, staff do not 
recommend a mid-season change to allow daily pass sales on weekends. This option is 
worth evaluating at the end of the season for next year. Financially the beach is doing 
better than pre-COVID and adding weekend pass sales would create an underlying 
mistrust based on District marketing to buy a pass as the only way to gain entry on 
weekends, which could hurt us in the long run. Discussion ensued. 
 
Executive Director Report: Executive Director Sheppard expounded upon items in her 
report. 
 
Comprehensive Plan tasks are in progress including finalizing the safety audit to be 
presented to the Board and a parks audit by our landscape architect and Director Kuhs. 
 
The District’s Independence Day Party in the Park event on Sunday, July 3 starts at 
5:00pm including food trucks, beer and wine, activities, band, and fireworks. The beach is 
closed on Sunday, July 3 to setup for fireworks and will re-open on Monday, July 4 from 
10:00am-9:00pm with a deejay during the day. Staff met with the Village to coordinate 
logistics and safety measures for the event. The Governor just signed the drone bill for 
public safety, so Glencoe Public Safety will have a drone scanning during the event. 
Barricades, stage, and lighting will be positioned strategically to provide protection and 
remove barriers. Staff are tied up with July 3rd and 4th events, so the District is not 
participating in the parade on the 4th at 1:00pm. The Party in the Park event was marketed 
to residents only. 
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Kudos to the Recreation and Business Teams for a successful seasonal staff training. 
 
Day Camp is up and running. Enrollment is strong and staff are looking to open up more 
spots, so hiring is in the works to make this happen. The GYS building is housing Action 
Quest this year due to the Watts renovation project and Game On! is being held at South 
School then West School. Camp activities are abundant at Takiff. Staff are looking to 
supplement programming by utilizing independent contractors for the one week between 
camp and school in support of working parents. 
 
The Marketing Team has been busy updating signage for camps, beach, and in our parks. 
Superintendent Classen welcomed her daughter, Pearl, six weeks early. Luckily, she met 
with our marketing contractor that day who will be supporting the District’s marketing and 
communication needs for 15 weeks. 
 
In capital projects, the crib wall of the bluff stabilization project phase 1 is complete and 
site access is restored to full accessibility. Phase 2 begins after Labor Day. Lakefront 
Park’s playground renovation will be completed by the end of the week. The drop test and 
audit are next week. The tennis court’s final preparations are tomorrow with remaining 
asphalt work on Thursday. Next week, staff will get the site back to normal and the 
construction fence down to prepare the park for the Fourth of July festivities. Swing bench 
installations, perennials, color-coating of tennis courts, and a few benches that are on 
backorder will be completed after the Fourth of July event or in the fall. A formal ribbon 
cutting for Lakefront Park will be on July 3rd right before the events at 5:00pm. Tennis 
courts color coating has to wait for the 3- to 4-week cure time after the asphalt goes down 
this week. Despite delays, the Watts Center renovation is on time and will be done before 
season; a punch list of work was reviewed.  
 
Staff are starting budget projections for next year. Director Cutrera is working on our 
cyber-security instant response plan. The Early Childhood Team did a phenomenal job on 
promotion ceremonies. 
 
Pickleball feedback is extremely positive. Comments received include wanting more 
permanent long-term rental times and most wanting side netting removed with others 
wanting them taller.

The Glencoe Park District is gearing up for fall program registration, and we're diligently working with 
our technology partners to ensure a seamless registration process. Residents will have the 
opportunity to register starting on July 27 at 7:00am, followed by non-residents on July 31. Our 
program offerings are diverse and cater to all ages, featuring a wide range of activities and classes 
such as fitness, sports, art, education, and much more. 
 
Takiff Center Closure 
Takiff Center will be closed for annual maintenance August 14-18. The phones will be directed to 
voicemail and forwarded to the necessary personnel. Staff who are not taking vacation time will be 
working remotely due to the odor caused by gym floor recoat. We are finalizing plans for shutdown 
projects which will include the AHU #3 rebuild, gym floor year 2 recoat, sealcoating and striping of the 
main parking lot, ceramics room shelving installations, deep cleaning, and painting. 
 
PUREi 
We are thrilled to introduce a new addition to our website that will simplify navigation to program 
registration from individual Web pages. Our dedicated team worked diligently to enhance user 
experience and streamline registration. With the new add-on, you'll find a user-friendly interface 
allowing seamless navigation to the program registration section.  
 
Lakefront Playground and Tennis Courts 
On July 3 at 5:00pm, we officially opened the renovated Lakefront Park playground with a ribbon 
cutting. To say it was a hit would be an understatement. The playground provides a vibrant and 
exciting space for children to explore and play. The majority of the Lakefront Park project was 
completed, the construction fence was taken down, and the site was opened up on June 30. The 
drinking fountain, curved benches, swing benches, game tables, picnic tables, and pebble seats will 
be installed in the coming weeks as the items arrive. Color coating for the tennis courts is tentatively 
scheduled for July 17 and we expect the courts to be completed and opened by the end of July. 
 
Independence Day Celebration 
The July 3 Party in the Park event was a success! The Glencoe Park District collaborated closely with 
Public Safety and Village staff to implement substantial changes to the event layout, prioritized safety, 
and enhanced the overall experience. We extend our gratitude to our dedicated team who worked 
tirelessly to make the two days of events truly unforgettable for our community. 
 
We worked with a new fireworks company this year and the show was spectacular. The addition of 
more food trucks enhanced the culinary offerings, ensuring a diverse range of delectable treats for 
everyone to enjoy. The array of kid's games and activities delighted our younger attendees, 
guaranteeing endless fun and entertainment throughout the event. We were delighted to see the 
smiles on the faces of children and families as they embraced the new playground and indulged in 
the delightful food options and engaging games. It was a truly remarkable experience that added to 
the overall success of the celebration. 
 
The community had a fantastic time participating in the Rotary Fun Run on the morning of the Fourth 
of July. Families also had a wonderful time joining us for the family games, which were held at Kalk 
Park throughout the morning. Seeing the community come together to celebrate and create lasting 
memories was heartwarming.  
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Recreation and Facilities 
 The summer has been filled with wonderful special events including an inaugural event called the 

Glencoe .500 which provided a race course in the ELC lot for exciting power wheel races. We also 
have entertaining Kickback at Kalk and Tots N’ Tunes concerts. Upcoming is the ever-popular 
family Beach Campout. See Appendix A for more information 
 

 The early childhood department has been busy. Children's Circle Belugas graduated on June 9 
with a large celebration in the gym. On the following Monday, all remaining students moved to 
their next classroom. Enrollment in our Frogs room is low because spaces need to be saved for 
Jellyfish students who will move up throughout the school year. All six classrooms are fully 
enrolled for the 2023-24 school year. The Early Learning Center has gained two enrollments in 4s 
and three in Kindergarten Readiness this month. We are continuing to promote our program, 
particularly the 3s classroom. We are working on plans to utilize staff best if that enrollment 
number stays low. While our camp enrollment did not change this month, we had a few campers 
extend their days or weeks with us, so we saw slight increases in revenue for Pandas, Kinder 
Korner, and Preschool CITs. Our preschool campers have enjoyed a juggler, Tots N’ Tunes, and 
walking trips to local parks this month! Registration numbers can be found in Appendix A. 
 

 We are halfway through summer camp that began on Monday, June 12. Highlights of the first half 
of camp include popular traditional camp games like “Color Wars,” overnighters, field trips to the 
zoo, Chicago Sky game, waterparks, and special theme days like “Wild Wild West” and “Super 
Hero.” Our registration looks strong for the rest of the summer. Summer's End Camp has 72 
enrolled in 2023 compared to 44 in 2022. This is higher due to combining the Kindergartner and 
Youth Summer’s End Camps. Registration numbers can be found in appendix A. 
 

 The beach season is experiencing a chilly beginning. Although beach passes are still being sold, 
our sales for beach passes are considerably lower than last year. The beach has experienced 
strong winds blowing from the north and north-east, high waves, and generally cooler 
temperatures. Aquatics Camp has shown remarkable resilience in adapting to weather challenges 
despite these conditions. They have successfully managed the high waves, strong winds, and 
poor air quality, ensuring camp participants have a safe and enjoyable experience. 
 

 We continue to see high demand for park permits and tennis/pickleball court rentals. Attachment A 
includes a comparison of permits and court rentals compared to the previous year. As you can 
see, we have a high demand for outdoor pickleball court rentals, specifically groups wanting 
weekly rental usage. A QR code is available at the Watts Pickleball Courts for players to provide 
feedback. We have had a low response, but the ones who are taking the time to respond have 
given us very positive reviews. Attachment B illustrates a comment that was recently given. 

 
Business Services 
 Earlier this year we were notified by VSI that they would be eliminating support and updates to the 

Plug’n Pay gateway payment solution. This was deemed necessary due to security gaps and 
inefficient payment processing. Staff had been frustrated with Plug’n Pay’s issues and lack of 
support. In addition, Plug’n Pay would not allow the ACH payment option for recurring billing. 
Based on these issues, we are converting our payment processing solution from Plug’n Pay to 
PayTrac, which is VSI’s payment processor and will integrate seamlessly with RecTrac 3.1. 
PayTrac will allow us to offer ACH billing and to pass along a convenience fee for patrons who opt 
to continue having a credit card billed. PayTrac is scheduled to go live on July 17. Communication 
regarding the change will go out to District patrons in mid-July.  
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 We are pleased to announce that Becky Moore, HR Manager, achieved the SHRM certified 
professional certification. Becky sat for the vigorous 4-hour exam in late June and passed it on her 
first attempt. Congratulations to Becky on this tremendous achievement! 
  

 Since the Board officially accepted the FY2022/23 Annual Comprehensive Financial Report at last 
month’s Board meeting, the document has been posted to the District’s website, was filed with the 
Cook County Clerk’s Office, and was uploaded to both the Cook County Treasurer’s website and 
the EMMA website (for continuing disclosure on our outstanding bond issues). The report has also 
been submitted to the GFOA for the Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial 
Reporting program. 
 

 The Annual Treasurer’s Report is no longer required to be published – just a notice of publication 
stating that the Annual Audit Report is available for review. However, the Annual Treasurer’s 
Report must still be completed and approved. It is included in your packet. 
 

 The county has not issued final tax rate reports for the 2022 levy. The information was significantly 
delayed last year due to the computer compatibility issue with the assessor’s office. Prior to that, 
the information would have typically been available by mid-June for discussion at this meeting. 
The hope is that the information will be available soon. Information will be presented to the Board 
once available. 

 
Parks and Planning 
 A broken Village water main on the bluff above the boating beach caused significant washout. 

Staff worked with the Village to restore the damage promptly and minimize disruptions to boating 
beach operations. 
 

 Duke Park train car repairs and track greasing took place to keep this popular amenity fully 
functional and minimally disruptive to our neighbors. 
 

 Staff installed a new spray booth in the ceramics room as well as display boards to showcase the 
glazing options for participants. 
 

 Staff released the bid documents for a new F-250. This was a budgeted item. One bid was 
received, but it was over the budgeted amount, without a guarantee of delivery time. Therefore, 
we have decided to roll over the item to next fiscal year, hoping that the inventory of new available 
trucks will improve. 
 

 We are expecting the crib wall staining to take place the week of July 24. This work will be 
minimally disruptive and only take one or two days. Phase 2 of the project will begin after Labor 
Day and will include the construction of a new retaining wall on the downslope/east side of the 
ramp, drainage improvements and path overlay up in Lakefront Park, curb gutter and road way 
replacements along the ramp, and a new sidewalk installation in between the roadway and the 
wall. 
 

 Watts Recreation Center is proceeding on schedule. 
 
August Committee and Board Meetings 
The Tuesday, August 1 meeting will begin with a Local Efficiency Committee meeting at 7:00pm 
immediately followed by the Regular Committee meeting, if needed. Please plan to attend this 
meeting. The August 15 Board meeting is scheduled during the Takiff shutdown. I am not sure of 
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Commissioners’ vacation plans, so I would like to offer two options: (1) cancel the August Board 
meeting or (2) hold the meeting as a park tour with Kyle and me. Please consider the options and be 
prepared to state your preference at the Board meeting. 
 
Donation Inquiry 
A resident of Glencoe has two sculptures of her mother’s that she desires to donate. They are 
wondering if the Park District might be interested in having the pieces. The art work was appraised 
this month. See Appendix C for the photos and appraisal value. Are either of these something the 
Board would be interested in having?

Our Kickback at Kalk season started on June 8 with Alex Beltran and his band playing jazz classics. It 
was a cool day early in the season, and attendance was lighter than normal. Tots N' Tunes also 
kicked off their season with Todd Downing's Tall Tales and Silly Songs. We actively coordinate with 
the Glencoe Public Library so as not to have any overlap in performances and to keep the shows 
changing and fresh. The Kickback at Kalk crowd grew from the previous week with a solo 
performance by Eric Howell. 
 

The inaugural Glencoe .500 was held in the EC parking lot. Kids brought their own power wheels, and 
others used the rental ones provided. There were many silly races including a bubble race. This event 
was sold out with 40 cars running in the event’s first year.

In December 2005, the Board approved the District’s initial participation in the PDRMA Health 
Program for health insurance coverage, effective January 1, 2006. This participation required a 
three-year commitment, and the District has renewed its commitment to PDRMA Health every three 
years since then. This December will mark the end of this latest commitment period. Furthermore, 
PDRMA Health Program requires a four-month notice of termination which must be served via a 
resolution of the Board – this means that if the Board does not wish to continue participation, notice 
must be given to PDRMA Health Program by August 31, 2023. The absence of any notification 
would then mean that the District would be committing to another three-year period. 

 
Below are the annual PDRMA Health Program renewal premium increases for the current year and 
the past nine years:

PDRMA Health Program cannot give staff any indication for the 2024 renewal increase at this time. 
Their actuaries use actual claim data as of July 31, 2023 to estimate losses, as well as medical and 
Rx trends to set 2024 premium rates. The earliest the new rate information would be available is late 
September/early October. 
 
Staff recommends continuing with the PDRMA Health Plan for another three-year commitment for 
the following reasons: 

 
1. Rates quoted by other companies are not guaranteed. They are based only on current census 

information, and do not take into account the specific health issues of our group. 
 

2. Actual premiums as of January 1, 2024 will be based on claims incurred through December 31, 
2023. One large claim could drastically increase premium costs. Any true savings would not 
be known until the District went through the underwriting process, at which time, there 
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is no guarantee as to coverage and cost. (If we stay with PDRMA Health, the effect of one large 
claim incurred would be minimized as there are over 80 agencies with 2,200 employees and over 
4,000 total covered lives in the group. By comparison, the Glencoe Park District group is only 48 
employees and approximately 90 covered lives.  

 
3. The District has experienced a high level of service with the PDRMA Health Program over our 

tenure with them. In addition, they have incorporated a very proactive approach to healthcare by 
instituting an extensive wellness program, and several opportunities for employees to be 
proactively healthier, such as annual health screenings and wellness incentives. 

 
4. Renewal increases with PDRMA Health have been very reasonable over the past several years. 
 
5. Traditional insurance carriers are known to discount premium cost in the first year to “get you in 

the door” and then give more significant increases in subsequent years. 
 
6. Given the complexity of the Affordable Care Act (ACA), as well as what may come our way as far 

as a replacement to the ACA, PDRMA Health continues to be an invaluable resource for 
information to help member agencies implement and understand the new and changing 
requirements. 

 
7. PDRMA Health is continually striving to find options for health care coverage that meet the needs 

of its diverse member agencies. 
 
8. Should the District terminate participation in PDRMA Health Program, it could not re-apply for 

membership for four years. 
 

As such, staff recommends to the Board of Park Commissioners that no notification be given to 
PDRMA Health Program regarding termination, and in doing so that the District remain with PDRMA 
Health Program for another three-year period.

At the November 2023 Committee of the Whole meeting, staff reviewed Fund 65 projects that were 
being carried over into fiscal year 2024. One of these projects was the purchase of a new Kubota 
RTV to replace Truck #7. The Kubota cost through Sourcewell cooperative purchasing alliance at 
that time was $28,600. The order was placed through Burris Equipment (our local Kubota dealer) last 
October. Unfortunately, the long lead time of this item resulted in the unit not being available until 
June of this year. When we were made aware that the unit had arrived and was available for 
purchase it was indicated that the Sourcewell contract under which the order was placed had expired 
and the new Sourcewell contract pricing had increased to $31,833.05. 
 
The Sourcewell discount for this unit is $5,204 below list price and the purchase does not require a 
public bid. However, given the cost increase raised the price above our $30,000 purchasing 
threshold it requires Board approval. Burris has agreed to hold the unit through the end of the month 
given the circumstances. 
 
Recommendation: 
Approve the purchase of one Kubota RTV from Burris Equipment under Sourcewell contract 
#122220-KBA in the amount of $31,833.05.
